ATHLETIC TRIPS BUS RULES
Students using the school bus transportation service provided by the Blanchester Board of Education are subject to the rules and regulations adopted by the Board
The District has established procedures for handling student behavior to assure the safe and efficient operation of school buses. Misbehavior or irresponsible acts by students is sufficient reason for refusing transportation service to any student
1.  The driver of the bus has complete responsibility for the bus and the pupils.                                   Pupils must obey the driver promptly and respectfully. Refusal to follow a reasonable request of the driver is considered an act of insubordination.
2. Pupils must remain seated keeping aisles and exits clear.

3. Pupils shell remain silent at all railroad crossings.

4. Pupils must not eat and or drink on the bus except as required for medical reason.

5. Pupils must not throw or pass objects on, from or into the bus.

6. Pupils must not put head, arms or legs out of the bus windows.

7. No student shall interfere with a bus driver’s correction of another student’s conduct.
8. Tampering with safety equipment, emergency door, radio, instrument panel, or driver controls is not permitted.

9. Horseplay, disorderly acts which distract the driver, and or disruptive noisemaking is prohibited.

10. Pupils must put away headsets,IPods,Cell Phones when getting on and off the bus. Cell Phones are not permitted to take pictures and only makes calls on way home to notify a parent of their arrival to the school.
11.No cleats to be worn on bus.
